The site consists of three parcels of land located at 760 Ralph McGill Boulevard, Atlanta, Fulton
County, Georgia, herein referred to as the "Property.” The Property is located along the northern side
of Ralph McGill Boulevard, and is partially bordered by North Angier Avenue, former Edith Street, and
Dallas Street, with geodetic coordinates 33.767928° North latitude and -84.363563° West longitude.
The Property is comprised of 10.297-acres of land, which is surrounded by a fence with gated access.
The parcel is currently occupied and operating as the Georgia Power Company -~ Operating
Headquarters with one 42,686 square-foot, two-story building and a training yard for Georgia Power
linemen. The Property is surrounded by a fence with gated access. Development in the vicinity of the
Property is a mix of residential, commercial, and light industrial. The Property is currently owned by
Georgia Power Company located at 241 Ralph McGill Boulevard NE, Bin 10221, Atlanta, Georgia
30308.

According to information provided by the Fulton County Tax Assessor's office, the Property parcel
identification numbers are 14-0018-0006-012-0, 14-0018-0006-013-8, and 14-0018-0006-015-3. The
Georgia Power Company began construction on the on-site building in 1984. The building was
completed in 1985. Historically, the site was used for residential, commercial, and industrial
purposes, based on available Sanborn Maps. The property is accessed via Ralph McGill Boulevard
to the south.

During excavation activities performed on adjacent properties by others, soil contaminated with lead
was discovered. Georgia Power Company was notified that the contamination was suspected to
continue onto their property, which prompted subsequent soil assessment activities by the Georgia
Power Company at the Operating Headquarters site.

On January 20, 22, and 25, 2010, soil sampling was conducted to determine on-site conditions
relating to the suspected lead contamination. Eleven soil borings were advanced using direct-push
technology, and a twelfth soil boring was advanced using a hand auger. Soil samples were collected
and analyzed for RCRA Metals (EPA Method 6010C), PCBs (EPA Method 8082A), mercury (EPA
Method 7471B), and one sample was analyzed for VOCs (EPA Method 8260B) and SVOCs (EPA
Method 8270C). Analytical results indicated two borings with soils exceeding the Notification
Concentration for lead. Soil boring SB-9, located in an asphalt-covered area, reported lead levels 448
milligrams per kilogram (mg/kg) at a depth of 1 to 2 feet below ground surface (bgs). Soil boring SB-
4, located in a grassed area, reported lead levels of 928 mg/kg at a depth of 4 to 8 feet bgs. Other
regulated substances were not detected at concentrations exceeding their respective HSRA
Notification Concentrations.

The source of the lead is interpreted to be fill material (non-native soils) present at the property, with
the original source unknown. Current on-site operations are not suspected as a source. The site was
previously used for residential, commercial, and industrial purposes.

The subject site includes three tax parcels and a leased parking easement from a portion of a
fourth tax parcel, overall comprising approximately 1.79 acres. The tax parcels are identified as
2-0045-19-003, 2-0045-19-005, 2-0045-19-008, and a portion of tax parcel 2-0045-19-006.The
northern most, leased section of the subject site is an approximate 0.57 acre section owned by St.
Philip’s Church. This leased tract will be developed with parking which will accommodate the
proposed new Food Lion development. The St. Philip Church property will be leased only as an
easement for parking. The center portion of the Site is developed with the Carver State Bank. The
bank is currently occupied. The southern portion of the Site is currently undeveloped. The Site is
accessed via Martin Luther King Jr. Boulevard to the east and Morris Brown Drive (aka Alison
Street/Burroughs Street) to the west,

A retail gas station existed on the northern portion of the subject site during the 1950s, and a dry
cleaner was identified as existing on the central part of the Site in the 1950s. No additional
information concerning these two facilities was discovered during the assessment. No industrial
or commercial development is currently present on the Site that poses a significant risk of
environmental contamination,

Low levels of environmental contamination were discovered during real estate due diligence
assessment activities. Three groundwater samples and two soil samples were collected on the
subject site; groundwater samples were collected from temporary groundwater monitoring wells
which were abandoned immediately upon completion of sample collection. Four metals and
eleven organic compounds were identified in groundwater samples B-1, B-2 and B-S.
Contaminant concentrations did not exceed published regulatory notification concentrations,
Seven metals and eight organic compounds were identified in the soil samples B-8 and B-9
collected at this Site. Concentrations of barium, lead, benzene, and carbon disulfide slightly
exceeded the published regulatory notification concentrations. Soil and groundwater sample
numbers correspond with the boring locations shown on the attached Boring Location Layout
Map.

The subject site is located at the southeast corner of the Tri County Plaza shopping center at 451 West
Bankhead Highway in Villa Rica, Georgia. The site includes 0.22 acres and supports a single-story restaurant
building. A Phase | Environmental Site Assessment in October 2007 determined that the property had previously
been used as a drycleaners. In response to this finding, Logic Environmental (LOGIC) performed a Phase II
investigation, including soil and groundwater testing. Soil and groundwater contamination identified during this
investigation prompted the installation of three groundwater monitoring wells on the east (downgradient) side
of the property in January 2008. Perc and its associated break-down products were identified above maximum
contaminant levels (MCLs) in MW-2, at the northeast corner of the property.

In March 2008, MW-2 was re-sampled and two shallow soil samples were collected from three to four feet
below the interior of the building slab. Tetrachloroethylene was found in one of the two soil samples, well below
the HSRA Nofification Concentration. Based on the results of all on-site sampling up to this point, soil and
groundwater contamination appeared to be contained on the northeast end of the site. However, groundwater
elevation data collected during the March 2008 assessment indicated that the direction of groundwater flow
across the east end of the property was toward the west, opposite the direction indicated by visible topography.
This potentiometric trend was discussed in a Compliance Status Report, submitted to the Georgia Environmental
Protection Division’s (EPD’s) Brownfields Department in March 2008. Based on this data, the EPD requested
additional soil and groundwater testing at the west end of the site.

Prior to additional investigation, in January 2010, LOGIC dispensed a 12 percent hydrogen peroxide solution
into all three existing monitoring wells, on the east end of the property. In February 2010, two additional
monitoring wells were installed on the west side of the site. Soil samples were collected from two intervals during
the installation, and one groundwater sample was collected from each well. The three existing wells were also
sampled at this time. No contaminants were identified in soil or groundwater samples collected at the west end
of the property. No perc was identified in groundwater samples, however, perc break-down products continued
to be identified in MW-1 and MW-2, at the northeast end of the site. Only trichloroethylene and vinyl chloride
were identified above their MCLs at this time. A second groundwater elevation assessment was performed at
this time, including the two newer wells. Based on this data, the overall groundwater flow across the property
appears to be toward the east, in the direction of a small stream adjacent to the northeast property boundary,
and consistent with area topography.

The subject site is located within a highly developed area. Although a residence is situated directly east of the
site, the property is separated by a stream and does not support a drinking water well. The closest well is
located over one mile southwest of the subject site, in the opposite direction of groundwater flow. No imminent
health threat is apparent, given the contamination concentrations, the absence of obvious groundwater
receptors in the immediate area, and highly developed character of the site and the surrounding area.

Weston installed 9 borings on the property (6 soil borings, and 3 monitoring
wells) and collected 20 soil samples and 4 groundwater samples, including
duplicates, for the subject property on 30 September and 1 October 2009. On 21
October 2009, Weston performed additional sampling base on review of the
analytical results from the initial sampling event. No samples were collected
outside the property boundaries during either event. During the initial sampling
event, all soil samples were analyzed for lead and polycyclic aromatic
hydrocarbons (PASs); all groundwater samples were analyzed for volatile
organic compounds (VOCs), PAHs and Resource Conservation and Recovery

Act (RCRA) metals.

During the initial investigation, PAHs were detected at concentrations exceeding
the Georgia Hazardous Site Response Act notification concentration (“NC”) in
two of 20 sample locations. Both samples (SS-01-0-2 andSS-03-1) were surficial
soil samples collected from 0 to 2 feet below ground surface (ft bgs).

Due to the elevated concentrations of PAHs in samples SS-01-0-2 and SS-03-1,
additional sampling was performed and 24 surface soil samples were collected
for PAH analysis from 0 to 2 feet bgs. Out of the 24 samples collected, 8
samples exceeded the NC for at least one PAH. Benzo(a)pyrene was the most
commonly detected PAH.

SECTION 1
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Logic Environmental, Inc. (LOGIC) is pleased to present this Phase I/Phase Il Environmental
Site Assessment for the parking lot property located at 2029 Old Candler Road in Gainesville,
Georgia. This assessment has been prepared on behalf of Chattahoochee Bank of Georgia for
their sole reliance.

Phase | Investigation

The subject property was a parking lot north of Atlanta in Gainesville, Hall County,
Georgia. The site included one parcel of approximately 2.66 acres on the east side of Old
CandlerRoad approximately 1,500 feet north of its intersection with Candler Road. The property
was rectangular, with the north and south boundaries fronting commercial property, the west
boundary fronting Old Candler Road, and the east boundary fronting vacant land. The site
supported a dirt parking area used by employees of the western adjacent businesses. Minimal
amounts of native grass were noted on the north west and east sides of the property with small
trees along the eastern property boundary.

LOGIC's historical research indicates that the subject property has bee undeveloped land
from at least 1955. No buildings or foundations were noted on the property and it has been
used as a parking lot for the past five years.

No evidence of hazardous waste generation or handling was identified on the property
during LOGIC's site visit. Since no structures exist on the property, no chemicals were used or
stored at the property.

No non-hazardous waste was generated at the property. Several on-site trash containers
were observed on the property, but roadside trash and debris was noted around the perimeter
of the parking area. No evidence of buried waste was observed.



No underground fuel storage tanks are registered at the site. No fill ports or other
indications of underground tanks were noted during LOGIC's site visit. No aboveground tanks
were observed on the property.

Since the property is not developed with any buildings, no water or sewer services are
provided. Storm water run-off appears to move east off the property via overland flow toward
an unnamed tributary of Allen Creek located approximately 3,000 feet east of the site.

The site is located in a suburban, industrial area. The west adjoining property at the time
of LOGIC's site visit was Old Candler Road, followed by KIK/Piedmont Laboratories, a
manufacturing facility for aerosols and chemical propellants. The facility has operated at that
location for approximately 30 years and makes ingredients used in shaving creams, hair spray
and lubricants. The south adjoining property was The Truck Center, a full service tractor trailer
service facility. North of the site the Pacific Pride self-service gas station, and east of the site was
a vacant, grassed lot. None of these adjoining properties have reported any confirmed releases
of environmentally regulated substances and none appear to present a threat to the subject site.

In addition to a visual reconnaissance of the area, LOGIC also obtained a database report
of known releases and other environmentally suspect properties in the immediate vicinity. Four
properties, including KIK/Piedmont Laboratories, were identified within the radii prescribed by
ASTM and AAl standards. Due to the locations of these facilities and the direction of
groundwater flow, only KIK/Piedmont Laboratories suggested any potential to impact to the
groundwater of the site.

LOGIC's investigation identified one potential environmental condition with regard to the
subject site. Based upon the age, the upgradient location, and the close proximity of the KIK
Piedmont Laboratories site, any unreported releases from the facility suggests some potential to
impact the subject property. As such, LOGIC recommended and was authorized to perform
Phase Il groundwater testing on the subject property.

Phase Il Investigation

LOGIC performed a Phase Il groundwater investigation in order to determine whether
potential undocumented releases to groundwater from the upgradient industrial facility,
KIK/Piedmont Laboratories, had impacted the subject property. LOGIC chose sampling locations
at the northwest corner of the subject property and in the west central portion of the subject
property based on the surrounding topography and upgradient location of KIK Piedmont. LOGIC

collected two groundwater samples from the subject property with a direct-push, truck-mounted
sampling unit. Sample location SB/GW-1 was located at the northwest corner of the subject
property and SB/GW-2 was located in the center of the property. Each sample was analyzed for
volatile organic compounds (VOCs).

Laboratory analysis identified acetone, a common non-halogenated solvent, at a
concentration of 57micrograms per liter (ug/L) in the groundwater sample collected from
SB/GW-1. SB/GW-1 was located at the northwest corner of the subject property. No other
contaminants were identified in either sample collected. No drinking water maximum
contamination level (MCL) has been established for acetone.

Conclusions

As confirmed by groundwater testing, the groundwater of the subject property has
been impacted by a release of acetone, presumably from the upgradient and
adjacent chemical manufacturing facility, KIK/Piedmont Laboratories. Hazardous
Site Response Act (HSRA) regulations require notification for any groundwater
contamination which exceeds naturally occurring concentrations and, as such, the
owner of the site which has been impacted by a groundwater release of this kind is
required to either clean up or report the release to the EPD within 30 days of
obtaining knowledge of it. In response to this nofification, the EPD will perform a
mathematical calculation to determine whether the site will be placed on the state’s
Hazardous Sites Inventory (indicating additional investigation and possibly clean up
will be required) or, alternatively, that no further action will be required.

No other actual or potential environmental conditions were identified. LOGIC thanks you
for this opportunity to be of service. These findings are detailed in the following report.

SECTION 3
SITE DESCRIPTION

3.1 INSPECTION AND ACCESS

LOGIC’s Phase | site inspection was performed by Jahna Kerr, LOGIC's environmental
geologist, on February 19, 2010. In keeping with ASTM and AAI guidelines, LOGIC examined
all areas of the site. The weather at the time was approximately 55 degrees and sunny.

3.2  SITE LOCATION

The site is located north of Atlanta, in Gainesville, Hall County, Georgia. More
specifically, it is located on the east side of Old Candler Road approximately 1,500 feet north
of its intersection with Candler Road. A Site Location Map has been included as Aftachment A.

3.3  Use AND DESCRIPTION OVERVIEW

According to tax records, the site is rectangular and includes one parcel of approximately
2.66 acres . The site supported a dirt parking lot used by employees of the west adjacent
business, KIK/Piedmont Laboratories. Several 55-gallon drum trash containers were observed
on the property. Minimal amounts of native grass were noted on the north west and east sides
of the property with small trees along the eastern property boundary. A Tax Map is included as
Attachment B-1. A Site Sketch is included as Attachment B-2.

3.4  IMPROVEMENTS

No buildings are located on the property. The site was a dirt parking lot with minimal
amounts of native grass on the west, north and east sides (See Photos 1 through 4, Attachment
C.) The eastern portion of the property was grassy, with small trees. (See Photo 5.)
3.5  EVIDENCE OF IMPAIRMENT

The subject site contained exposed soil and vegetation at the time of LOGIC's

investigation. The dirt parking area was concentrated on the central portion of the property,
while the grassy areas formed the perimeter of the site on the west, north and east sides. All on-



site vegetation appeared to be in good condition, with no visible staining or patching. No
evidence of suspect fill material was identified during LOGIC's site visit.

3.6 ENGINEERING CONTROLS

No evidence of any physical technologies designed to control or limit contaminant
exposure was identified during LOGIC's site inspection. Also, no monitoring wells, environmental
boreholes or other signs of prior environmental investigation were encountered.

3.7 TOPOGRAPHY

According to the most recent USGS topographic map, the elevation of the site was
approximately 1,250 feet above mean sea level. The topography of the subject site was level
on the western portion of the site, but decreased approximately 10 feet on the eastern portion.
On a larger scale, topography in the immediate area appeared to slope toward the east and
southeast. An unnamed tributary of Allen Creek was located approximately 3,000 feet east of
the site. The surrounding properties appear to have been graded for development, but appear
to fit with the general trend of the areq, sloping toward the east and southeast. As such, the
adjacent properties located upgradient from the subject site were to the west and northwest.

In the course of this investigation, LOGIC reviewed a topographic map from 1985,
included as Attachment D. This map was prepared after the development of the surrounding
area, but indicates that the natural topography of the area is representative of the site
topography. As such, fill material was not likely used during construction of the site.

3.8 lLocaL GEoLoGY

The site is located in the Piedmont physiographic province, bounded on the north by the
Appalachian Valley and Blue Ridge provinces and on the south by the Coastal Plain province.
The Piedmont is characterized by broad, rolling uplands or plateaus that are, as a whole,
topographically homogeneous. The plateau is inclined to the northwest, having average altitudes
of 1,000 to 2,000 feet in the northwest section to about 700 feet in the southeast section.

Local geology is typified by saprolite or residual soil underlain by a complex of
Precambrian metamorphic and igneous rocks that have been divided into more than 50 named
formations and unnamed mappable units. These Precambrian rocks, the oldest formations in the
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Southeast, have been subjected to continuous folding, faulting, metamorphism, and intrusions
of younger, igneous rocks. The soils underlying the subject site are identified as the Pacolet-
Tallapoosa Association (PTF) which form as residuum weathered mica schist and gneiss.
